Services and IT


Enterprise Ireland estimates that this year, one third of all new exporting companies in Ireland are in the clean tech area, employing 6,000 people. IBM has also announced 200 jobs in Dublin through its new research centre.





Tourism


Eco-tourism attracts walkers, cyclists and culture enthusiasts, keen to visit Ireland and its many scenic locations. Fáilte Ireland is promoting the sector and Fáilte Ireland is promoting the sector and encouraging businesses to become ‘eco-friendly’ to attract more tourists.





Transport


The sales of low-emissions vehicles has rocketed since the changes introduced by the Green Party to the motor tax and VRT system in 2008. The building of Metro North is expected to create 4,000 jobs.

Energy


Manufacturers in Ireland are building components used in the wind and solar energy sectors.
